All dogs must be healthy and free from any condition which could jeopardize others. Please Do
not bring your dog to daycare if they are not well.

We require proof of current vaccinations: Rabies, DHPP & Bordetella (Kennel cough).
All dogs at the start of eight months or older must be spayed or neutered.

Dogs must be free of kennel cough or completed kennel cough medication 30 days prior to visit, if
contracted.

We recommend all dogs to be on an oral flea treatment program. Please do no administer a
topical treatment within 7 days of visiting Woof Park Lodge.

Dogs are required to wear a quick release collar with identifying name tags and be on a 4-6ft.
leash. (No retractable leashes)

We cannot accept any dog that is pregnant, in heat, that ailments such as stitches, bandages, open
wounds, etc. or that has been sick or on an antibiotic within the last 7 days.

We can administer medication, but you cannot hold us responsible for any missed dosages. We
cannot administer injections of any kind.

All service fees are due at time of pick up.

All daycare dogs must be picked up by closing time. We allow a grace period of 15 minutes, then a
fee of $15 will be incurred. If your dog is not picked up by 30 minutes after closing, they will be
tucked in for overnight care. In addition to the late fee, you will also be charged our nightly rate of
$59.

Owners are fully responsible for any injuries that their dog may instigate or incur. Dog owners
are also responsible for their own veterinarian bill if an accident occurs while participating in
activities.

Dogs like children sometimes get sick. Woof Park Lodge will monitor and evaluate on a daily basis
the health of all our dogs to ensure the healthiest and safest environment. We will inform owners
of any illnesses that becomes present at any given time. WPL will not be responsible for any
veterinarian bills of his nature.

Rates are subject to change at any time.
Evaluations are by appointment only.
Breed Restrictions: No pitbulls or rottweiler breeds.
